Os trabalhos podem ser escritos em portugués, espanhol ou inglés no formato Word, em
Times New Roman, corpo de letra 12 e espaco e meio, com um maximo de 50 mil
caracteres (incluindo espacos, resumos, palavras-chave, cv, figuras, tabelas e graficos,
notas e referéncias bibliogréaficas).

. A fim de intensificar e promover o intercambio entre a comunidade cientifica nacional e

internacional, e possibilitar a inclusdo desta Revista na Plataforma SciELO

(wwwe.scielo.org), os trabalhos tém de incluir, para além do titulo em portugués ou

espanhol e inglés, o resumo em portugués e o abstract em inglés, cada um com nao mais

de mil caracteres. O resumo/abstract deve expor o objectivo do trabalho, a metodologia
seguida do mesmo, os resultados obtidos e as conclusGes apresentadas.

. A seguir ao resumo e abstract, é indispensdvel a indicacdo das palavras-chave e key

words, respectivamente, representativas do trabalho (no méaximo de cinco) para ser

possivel a indexacdo da Revista.

Em todas as propostas deverdo constar os cv resumidos (maximo de trés linhas) dos

autores, em portugués ou espanhol e inglés, i.e., enquadramento institucional, grau

académico, func@es actuais, e-mail, telefone e morada para envio de correspondéncia.

Os trabalhos devem ser ordenados da seguinte forma: pagina com o titulo na lingua

original, nomes, e-mails e cv resumidos dos autores em portugués ou espanhol e inglés

(pela ordem da lingua original), seguido a parte da repeticdo do titulo na lingua original,

resumo/abstract (conforme a lingua do trabalho, aparece a do original primeiro), palavras-

-chave/key words (conforme a lingua do trabalho), titulo traduzido para portugués ou

inglés (conforme a lingua do trabalho), data de conclusdo do trabalho, texto, notas,

referéncias bibliograficas e anexos.

Exige-se aos autores um nivel excelente para a redaccdo em inglés. Se assim nao for, o

trabalho podera ndo ser aceite, apesar de ser sempre sujeito a revisao.

. As referéncias bibliogréaficas apresentadas devem ser integradas no texto de acordo com o

sistema “apelido, data” (i.e., Hughes, 2000). Em caso de citacOes textuais, deve

acrescentar-se 0 numero da(s) pagina(s). Exemplos:

- “Consequentemente, Shah (1998) classifica-a como...”, “Como ¢é referido por Kelly
(1995, p. 62)...” ou “Relativamente as expectativas do publico, Davidson (1975, pp.
47-50)...”

- Diversos autores: (Farr e Moscovici, 1984) ou (Lewin et al., 1944)

. A lista de referéncias bibliograficas, obrigatéria e a incluir no final do texto, serd

organizada alfabeticamente e devera obedecer ao formato dos exemplos seguintes:

- Livro: FLOWERS, S. (1996), Software Failure: Management Failure — Amazing
Stories and Cautionary Tales. John Wiley & Sons, Chichester.

- Livro traduzido: SCHUMPETER, J. A. (1934), The Theory of Economic
Development. Trad. R. Opie da 2.2 ed. alemd (1926). Harvard University Press,
Cambridge.

[No corpo do texto deve referir-se: “SCHUMPETER (1926/1934)...”.]

- Capitulo de livro: LOVEMAN, G. (1994), «An assessment of the productivity impact
on information technologies».

A sua localizacdo no texto devera ser indicada por uma linha intercalar bem

destacada (i.e., “a Figura 1 entra aproximadamente aqui”).

O ndo cumprimento destas normas de publicacdo acarreta atrasos na sua avaliacdo e

paginacao, e podera resultar na ndo aceitacéo do trabalho.

Os trabalhos s@o avaliados por referees que, eventualmente, poderdo sugerir aos autores

pistas para o aperfeicoamento dos artigos. O processo € double blind, i.e., os referees ndo

sabem quem s&o 0s autores dos artigos nem estes quem sdo os referees relatores.

Os trabalhos propostos sobre os quais o director ndo se pronuncie no prazo de trés meses,

devem ser considerados como ndo aceites. Nestes casos ndo serdo devolvidos mas

garante-se a sua destruicdo. No caso de aceitagdo para publicacdo os autores serdo
avisados.

O envio de um trabalho implica compromisso por parte dos autores de publicacéo

exclusiva nesta Revista, sendo o trabalho da sua inteira responsabilidade.

Os autores receberdo, gratuitamente, dois exemplares do numero da Revista em que for

PUBLICATION NORMS

. Articles may be written in Portuguese, Spanish or English using Word format, in Times
New Roman, font size 12 and 1.5 line spacing with a maximum of fifty thousand
characters (including spaces, abstract, key words, cv, figures, tables and graphs, notes and
bibliographic references).
In order to encourage and intensify exchanges in the national and international scientific
community, and to enable this Review to be included in the SciELO Plataform
(www.scielo.org), articles must include not only the title in Portuguese and English, but
also the resumo in Portuguese and the abstract in English, each with no more than one
thousand characters. The resumo/abstract should present the objective of the work,
methodology followed, results obtained and conclusions presented.
Following the abstract, it is essential that key words and palavras-chave, which are
representative of the work (maximum of five), are given for indexing purposes.
. All proposals must include a short cv (no more than three lines) of the authors in
Portuguese or Spanish and English, i.e., institutional position, academic qualification,
current responsibilities, e-mail, telephone and address to which correspondence should be
sent.
. The order of the work must be as follows: page with the title in the original language,
name, e-mail and short cv of the authors in Portuguese or Spanish and English (the
original language first), immediately after the repetition of the title in the original
language, the resumo/abstract (firstly in the original language of the work), palavras-
chave/key words (according to the language of the article), title translated into Portuguese
or English (depending on the language of the work), date of the conclusion of the work,
text, notes, bibliographic references and annexes.

. Authors writing in English must have an excellent knowledge of the language. If the

quality of the English is below standard, the work may not be accepted. However, all

work is revised.

. The bibliographic references must be put in the text according to the “name, date” system

(i.e., Hughes, 2000). When citing authors, the page number(s) must be added, e.g.:
“Hence, Shah (1998) classifies it as...”, “As referred by Kelly (1995, p. 62)...” or “On
public expectations, Davidson (1975, pp. 47-50)...”

- Various authors: (Farr and Moscovici, 1984) or (Lewin et al., 1944)

. The list of bibliographic references, which is obligatory and found at the end of the text,

must be in alphabetical order and comply with the format in the following examples:

- Book: FLOWERS, S. (1996), Software Failure: Management Failure — Amazing
Stories and Cautionary Tales. John Wiley & Sons, Chichester.

- Translated book: SCHUMPETER, J. A. (1934), The Theory of Economic
Development. Trans. R. Opie from the 2" German ed. (1926). Harvard University
Press, Cambridge.

[The body of the text should refer to: “SCHUMPETER (1926/1934)...”.]

- Chapter from the book: LOVEMAN, G. (1994), «An assessment of the productivity
impact on information technologies». In T. Allen and M. Scott-Morton (Eds.),
Information Technology and the Corporation of the 1990s: Research Studies.
MIT Press, Cambridge, MA, pp. 84-110.
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- Published article: BAILEY, J. E. & PEARSONS, S. (1983), «Development of a tool
for measuring and analysing computer user satisfaction». Management Science, vol.
29(5), pp. 530-545.

- Communication at a scientific meeting: MOSS, Larissa (1998), «Dirty data: diffusing
the bomb that can destroy your data warehouse».

Material should be delivered with electronic support, preferably on an e-mail attachment.
It is essential that all figures, graphs and tables are sent separately from the document in
graph format (tif or eps), each on a separate page to simplify paging. Their place in the
text should be indicated by a well marked intercalar line (i.e., “Figure 1 goes

approximately here”).

Non-compliance with these publication norms leads to delays in their evaluation and

paging and may result in the rejection of the work.

The articles are assessed by referees who may make suggestions to the author for

improvements. This is a double blind process, i.e., the referees do not know who the

author is and equally the author does not know who the referee is.

Proposals which do not receive an answer from the editor within three months should be

considered rejected. In this case, the work is not returned but we guarantee it will be

destroyed. The author will be notified if the work is accepted for publication.

On sending an article, it is understood that it is for exclusive publication in this Review

and that it is of the entire responsibility of the author.

Authors will receive two complimentary copies of the issue of the Review in which their

article is published.
